1.   What is the name of Chapter 3?  

Infer and predict its meaning to the chapter. 
2.  At the beginning of Chapter 3, the setting changes.  Where is Nathan now?  
Pretend I do not know why Nathan and his mother moved.  Be specific and use detail “lifted” from the text to explain this to me.  Remember, context can come from any page that specifically supports your response:
3.   What new character is introduced in this chapter?   Using specific detail given in the story, describe him.

Is Bim really a captain?  If not, why is Captain part of his name?

4.   Will Hobbs creates a visual image on page 25.  What simile did he use to describe Captain Bim’s actions/behavior? 

5.   When Captain Bim tells Nathan, “There’s nobody here but who’s here . . . no roads in or out . . . How could there be anybody else?”  Tell me what you are thinking at this point.
6.  On page 23, Nathan described Captain Bim as:
On the contrary, later in the chapter, Nathan’s opinion of Bim was altered.  Describe what happens between pages 23 and 27 to make Nathan think he was wrong about Captain Bim.  Make sure to “lift text” at least twice as textual support for what you are saying, include one vocabulary term in your response, and properly use a conjunctive adjective or transitional phrase.
